Congressman Ralph Regula Towpath Trail Park & 
Olde Muskingum Trail
This park encompasses the 25-mile Stark County portion of 
the 110-mile Ohio and Erie National Heritage Canalway which 
extends north to Cleveland and south to New Philadelphia. 
Shared equestrian access is available along the southern 
portion of the Towpath beginning at the John Glenn Grove 
trailhead. 

The 6-mile Olde Muskingum Trail runs parallel to the 
Tuscarawas River and Ohio & Erie Canalway from Cherry 
Street in Canal Fulton to Jackson Township. The scenic trail 
includes a compacted berm with mounting blocks specifically 
for equestrians. Parking is available at Cherry Street, 
Butterbridge Road, and Forty Corners Road.

Walborn Reservoir & Trails

[From I-77] Take Rt. 62 east.  Turn north onto Rt. 44. Turn east 
onto Pontius St. Pontius St. turns into Price St.

Walborn Reservoir encompasses 2,448 acres and nearly 
5 miles of shared hiking and horseback riding trails.  The 
area includes ties, mounting blocks, and trailer parking.  A 
marina, free boat ramp, docks, trails, and fishing pier are 
available at Walborn Reservoir. Services include boat rentals, 
pontoon boat rides, bait and food sales, a picnic pavilion, and 
restrooms. 

Walborn Reservoir Trail [4.67 mi; easy/medium-level 
difficulty]
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Walborn Reservoir & TrailsWhitacre Greer Park

[From I-77] Take the Cleveland Ave./Rt. 800 exit [Exit 103] 
south. Turn east onto Rt. 183. Follow Rt. 183 through 
Magnolia. Turn south onto Gerdanville Rd.

Whitacre Greer Park features approximately 6 miles of trails 
throughout 2,400 acres between Magnolia and Waynesburg 
and is reserved for horseback riding only.  The Park District, 
along with the Whitacre Greer Company, will create a master 
plan for future development of the property. Dogs are not 
permitted in Whitacre Greer Park.
