The long-term goal of the Stark
County Trail and Greenway Plan is to
provide open space and develop trails
that will link county-wide cultural,
historical, and recreational assets. An
estimated 300 miles of trail will cover
Stark County once the plan is fully
implemented.

Today, the Stark County Park District
manages over 7,000 acres of land
and more than 70 miles of trail in
Stark County, 25 of which are along
the Ohio & Erie Canalway.
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Boats, paddle boats, canoes, kayaks,
and shelters are available at our
various parks. The Clubhouse is
located at Sippo Lake Park in the
Administration office building near
the Marina. It is perfect for groups up
to 55!

Formal meeting rooms and a banquet
facility are available at the Exploration
Gateway at Sippo Lake Park’s

12th Street entrance. Rooms can
comfortably accommodate groups up
to 175.
